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Year 2
Autumn Term 
Food and Festivals from Around the World.
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Through this topic the children will take a round the world tour looking at the main festivals and foods eaten in all of the places that they stop. These will be foods that are generally eaten and also foods eaten at specific festivals. They will look at the geographical location and climatic features which affect the types of food that are grown and consumed. They will hear about the stories and histories of the places that they encounter, triggering their imagination and deepening their understanding. The children will compare and contrast their diets with those of the people from other countries; and also the diets of the Tudor period and through this gain an understanding of the festivals and beliefs of others.
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Literacy
	This topic offers opportunities for a wealth of literacy genres. The children will look at poems and words inspired by food from various cultures. They will produce information texts and non-chronological reports about the various places, foods and festivals they discover on their world tour. They will read traditional stories and write one based on Oliver Jeffers’ “The Incredible Book Eating Boy”. Finally they will use recipe instructions when making their festival foods.

Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	Children will use different foods to look at how materials can be manipulated and changed by physical movements and by heating and cooling. They will also consider the importance for humans of a balanced diet and the availability of water. They will look at Japanese bento boxes and consider how these can be made into a balanced plate.
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History
	Children will look at the historical root of the festivals they study. They will take a look at the diet of the Tudor era and compare and contrast it with their diets today.

Geography
	Children will use the four points of the compass to locate the focus areas for their studies. They will find these areas on maps and globes. They will look at key geographical features of these areas and explore how the climate contributes to these features.
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Art
	Colour and assortment will be the main focus of this exciting topic. The North, South, East and West will link to contrasting and complimentary colours. They will look at colour groups, harmony and feelings from colours. They will link secondary colours inspired by the vibrant colours of foods and the work of Rothko to produce paintings and collage from emotions inspired by foods. They will produce artwork in the style of the Rothko.
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DT
	Through their studies of traditional dress in countries around the world the children will make puppets wearing the national dress of their chosen country. 

In addition, the children will bake gingerbread men or biscuits. 
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ICT
	This topic offers a wealth of opportunities for Internet research into different foods and festivals from around the world. They will communicate information (text and images) about different places, using PowerPoint. This topic will also produce many word processing opportunities and importing into their writing images from texts and clips from the films that are used to bring the countries to life. 

Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	The children will be listening to a variety of ethnic and cultural music from the varied places they have studied. They will use these influences and simple percussion instruments to reflect the pulse and rhythms of typical music from these cultures.
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PSHE
	Through studies of the festivals of the world children will gain an understanding of different cultures and expectations within those cultures and hence an empathy with different cultures within our society. Their studies of foods will reiterate the need for a balanced diet to maintain good health.
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Homework
	Daily reading with an adult.
Homework will be based on Literacy, Numeracy or general topic. Spellings will be given on Mondays, worked on at home and school throughout the week and tested on Fridays.
Homework will be set on Monday to be handed in the following Friday.
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	The children will compare and contrast their diets with those of the people from other countries and gain an understanding of the festivals and beliefs of others.

They will be directly looking at a variety of jobs on their trip to Pizza Express. They will make gingerbread men and calculate the cost of ingredients and the cost per biscuit made. They will compare this with a survey of similar products in local bakeries.

	Through making and tasting food from different cultures, the children will learn about respecting differences. 
Mutual respect and tolerance of other faiths and beliefs is also covered through our RE lessons.
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Safeguarding

	The children will consider their physical health in relation to the importance of healthy eating. 
There will also be a focus on the role of exercise in keeping healthy.
