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Reception

Spring Term 1st Half 
Other Cultures
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In this topic, the children will look at different countries and cultures. They will design and make food from other countries and take part in a Chinese New Year Dragon Dance. They will take part in a variety of role play situations.
   Language is promoted through music and numerous discussions as children explore similarities and differences in food, beliefs, traditional stories, way of life. They will have opportunities to taste traditional foods and dress up in traditional costumes. They will use flair and imagination as they create their own Chinese dragon; and team work and coordination as they perform their own dragon dance. They will look at Chinese New Year.
  The exciting stimuli all around the classroom will really encourage children to explore all aspects of this topic. With films, posters and music from other cultures, the children will create their own playful adventures and push their learning forward.
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Literacy
	During the term, the children will take part in activities relating to the topic of Other Cultures.  The topics will provide opportunities for reading and writing.  They will look at non-fiction books and be encouraged to take part in role-play with confidence.  The children will bring a book home to share in their reading bag every Monday, Wednesday and Friday. Please write a comment in their reading record book. They will continue to read their school/home book once a week with a parent helper. They will learn to count in some languages and look at the names of colours and greetings of different countries.
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Mathematics
	They will look at the areas of counting, comparing and ordering numbers 0-20. Through practical activities they will develop the vocabulary involved in adding. They will find one more than a number from 1-10. They will use language such as heavier or lighter to compare two quantities. They will begin to understand and use the vocabulary related to money. They will us money in role play to pay and give change. They will use everyday words to describe position and begin to know the days of the week in order. They will learn to count in different languages through the use of songs and poems.
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Understanding the World
	The children will work with the ipads to record their own animations. They will use simple coding programs to sequence instructions.

The children will work with water, sand, small play and construction sets. A mystery bear will parachute into the outdoor area and the children will have to find out about him from the contents of his back pack.
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Creative development
	As part of their creative development they will use a widening range of materials and techniques.  They will cut, stick, paint, print and make models and collages. They will take part in the role play of stories from other cultures.
The children will listen to music from other cultures and learn some simple songs. They will learn how to say Hello in some languages and learn counting songs.
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PSHE
	Their topic will culminate in a Chinese New Year Dragon Dance.
The children will be encouraged to join in with stories and take part in role play. 
They will also be working alongside a class 5 ‘buddy’ in developing social and communication skills. 
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Physical Development


	The children will use small and large equipment to further develop throwing, catching, rolling and kicking skills.  They will use the large apparatus to introduce gymnastic skills.

The children will take part in various dances from other cultures. They will use fine motor control when using the IPads and when junk modelling. 
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Homework
	The children will bring a book home on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  Please make a comment or sign their Reading Record Book so that we know that they are ready for a new book.
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British Values
	This topic offers numerous opportunities for the children to be learning about other cultures and beliefs through finding out about different festivals and countries. They will acquire an understanding of and respect for their own and other cultures. They will be encouraged to respect and celebrate differences, promoting a sense of tolerance of all. 
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Safeguarding
	This topic involves learning about food from other cultures- the children will explore food hygiene and ways to keep themselves safe when preparing food.
