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Year 1

Autumn Term 2nd Half
Space
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Stars, planets, rockets, spacemen, fireworks, journeys into a fantasy world of science fiction – this topic will excite and delight the children as they delve into the world of outer space. They will look at space travel and build their own rockets. They will create stars and planets with simple printing techniques and use these as a backdrop for their role play as space pioneers. They will study the stories of the first space explorers create their own space poetry and fantasy stories. Through the use of Beebots the children will enhance their use of control technology, turning the Beebots into rockets. As bonfire night falls within this topic the children will look at fireworks and study the Firework Code. Their science studies will look at the forces of propulsion as they propel their rockets. They will look at light and dark in relation to light sources in space.
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Literacy
	Through their topic of Space the children will explore writing fantasy stories from outer space. They will listen to and write poetry on the theme of space and they will study the animation “Baboon on the Moon” 
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Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	The children will look at forces, experimenting with the push of propulsion which enables rockets to take off and inevitably gravity which brings them back down to Earth. They will look at light sources in the sky and compare these to artificial light sources.
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History
	Children will look at famous people and events associated with space history; first man in space, first man on the Moon, first woman in space, first British astronaut.
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Geography
	There is no geography associated with this topic.
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Art
	The children will have a real printing focus with this topic. They will make simple line prints of stars, planets and rockets and use these to form interesting repeated patterns.
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DT
	The children will have the opportunity to explore a variety of resistant materials in order to design and make their own space rocket.
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ICT
	The children will use control technology in this project. They will program Beebots and make them into space rockets. They will create a simple program using Beebot App and Daisy the Dino.

Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	This music latches onto the idea of fireworks and will help the children to add sound effects to their rockets and role play. It also leads into the season of Winter so touches on the light and dark aspect of their science. The children will enhance the space mood by listening to “The Planet Suite” and again using this as a backdrop for role play, dance and moon walking. 
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PSHE
	The PSHE in this topic is mostly related to safety rules and responsibilities associated with Bonfire Night.
   The children will prepare for their Christmas Play and perform to their family.
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Toys
	Please ensue that your child does not bring their toys into school. They are getting lost and broken and we are wasting valuable learning time. Thank you for your support.
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Homework
	The children should read daily to an adult at home. This needs to be recorded in their reading record book and signed by an adult. The reading books will be changed when the child has finished it. Homework related to other curriculum areas will be given out on a Friday to be returned on the following Tuesday.
