Summer 2
Africa
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An exciting topic to discover this wonderful continent. The children will explore the animal species, their habitats, food chains and their struggles for survival. They will hear the native stories and create versions of their own. Through the adventures of explorers like Livingstone they will get a feel for how this continent was first perceived. They will research the climate and the affects that extremes of climate have on the population, touching on humanitarian issues of drought, famine and disease. 
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Literacy
	The children will explore the exciting writing topic of Kirikou to gain an understanding of the African culture. They will also look at other African stories.

Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	Native African creatures are the main focus of the science in this topic. The children will discover their habitats and adaptations that they have to survive in these habitats. They will also study food chains and food webs of the various species and gain a full understanding of implications if one part of the chain or web is endangered. They will look in our own school ground for evidence of food webs and chains.
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History
	The children will study the Victorian explorers. They will look at how they perceived Africa and compare and contrast it to their perceptions of Africa today.
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Geography
	The children will gain an understanding of Africa as a continent and look at the climates and geographical features of countries within that continent. They will use their geography to look at issues of population density, jobs and Fair Trade.

	DT
	There is no design and technology related to this topic.

	Art
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	The children will be tie dying fabrics using colours inspired by Africa. They will be looking at the tie dye process of The Gambia and using cold dyes with experimental wraps to make their own African coloured cloth.
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ICT
	The ICT for this topic will involve internet research. 

Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	The children will be using African drums to explore rhythm after experiencing an African Drumming Workshop.
They will continue to learn to play their brass instruments, learn notation and musical symbols in preparation for their musical performance to their parents at the end of term.
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PSHE
	Global citizenship and multicultural awareness is at the heart of this topic. Through their studies of the people of Africa the children will gain an understanding of their culture and beliefs. They will also tackle issues of racism and find out about the work of CAFOD and other humanitarian organizations who are trying to help troubled parts of this nation.
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Homework
	Children will be given homework once a week. It will be set on a Friday to be handed in on the following Friday. Homework will relate to children’s learning that week. They will be expected to read at home, either to an adult or silently every day as well as practising their times tables.

	The children will learn about respect and tolerance etc. studied through British Empire’s impact on the continent.
