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Year 3
Autumn Term 1st Half
Chocolate
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Through this exciting topic the children will be delving into the fantasy world of Charlie and the Chocolate factory. They will use their imaginations to design their own unique box of chocolates and explore chocolate related recipes. Their knowledge will be increased by a visit to Mullion Chocolate Factory. They will look at how reversible and non reversible changes take place in the cooking process and also see how sugary things can affect their teeth. In addition the children will look at the production of chocolate from the cocoa bean and study its discovery by the Aztecs. This will extend to the Fair Trade issues around chocolate exports today.
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Literacy
	Adventure and Mystery are the main focus of this topic as the children study Roald Dahl and Charlie and the Chocolate Factory. They will create their own chocolaty adventures, inspired by their trip to the local chocolate factory. They will learn the Oompa Loompa song in music and look at this as a poem to perform. The children will also study instructions in relation to their own chocolate bar recipe and the making of their chocolate bar packaging. In addition they write information texts about the Aztecs.
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Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	This topic will allow children to explore changing materials in relation to chocolate and sweet production. They will also study teeth and dental hygiene. They will discover the problems that sugary foods can pose if teeth are not looked after correctly.
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History
	The children will look at the Aztec Civilization and how their lives and their linked to chocolate. They will use the language of historical time to map the history of the cocoa bean.
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Geography
	The children will be looking at Fair Trade, identifying areas of the world where Fair Trade chocolate is an issue. They will also learn about the economic impact of the cocoa bean,
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Art
	The children will explore the collage work of Lauren Childs. They create their own posters to promote dental hygiene.
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DT
	Children will be cooking with chocolate and tasting cocoa mass. They will be designing and making their own special box of chocolates.
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ICT
	The children will be using ICT throughout every stage of their chocolate bar production. They will use the Internet to research Fair Trade. They will use Information Workshop to help with their data handling, after having used the data logger to plot temperatures for their chocolate melting.

Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	Apart from their performance of the Oompa Loompa song the children will link their music to persuade people to buy their boxes of chocolates. They will create advertising jingles to sell their products.
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PSHE
	The children will develop this area of the curriculum through their work on Fair Trade and also through their chocolate production.
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Economic Wellbeing and Financial Capability 


	The children will look into issues surrounding fair trade and realize that people should not be prevented by economic disadvantage from achieving their full potential. They will gain an understanding of how markets work and they will consider the global economic impact of the cocoa bean. Also, they will be designing and making their own special box of chocolates. They will then design packaging and an advertising campaign before pitching their ideas to potential buyers!
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Homework

	Children are expected to read at home daily. This could be any reading material so long as the children are experiencing a wide range of genres. Homework will be given twice a week. The first piece will be set on a Monday, to be handed in by Thursday and the second set on Friday to be completed by Monday.

	Through their study of the Aztecs and Fairtrade, they will develop their awareness of other cultures, learning the importance of demonstrating respect for others.
Mutual respect and tolerance of other faiths and beliefs is also covered through our RE lessons.

	Children will learn about health, safety and hygiene issues when cooking and preparing their chocolate.
