Year 3
Autumn Term 1st half
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Children and WWII
The children will take a trip back in time with this history based topic, allowing them to look at the war through they eyes of a child. They will used books, films and first hand recounts to discover what life was like in the war years. They will test a variety of materials in science for durability and hardness with the aim of constructing their own Anderson shelter. ICT will be used to mock up interviews and create podcasts of wartime events. A trip to Flambards will enhance the learning and an end of term VE day party will bring a celebratory climax to the topic.
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Literacy
	The children will use report writing techniques to report key events of the war. They will study accounts of life as an evacuee and then write letters and diaries as if they were evacuees themselves. The children will also look at persuasive writing techniques through their study of propaganda posters. They will use these techniques to write a persuasion about Anderson v Morrison shelters.
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Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	The children will group and classify materials according to their properties. They will use their findings to set up fair tests to find the best shape and material to construct an Anderson shelter. They will perform drop tests to find the most stable structure and then use their findings to construct one for themselves. They will also see what makes a balanced diet as they compare diets in rationing times with their own diets today. This will lead to a look at the digestive system and how it works.
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History

	History is at the heart of this topic. The children will learn all about what it was like for a child in war time Britain. They will discover stories of evacuees and look at how the war affected children locally. Visits and first hand accounts will be key to giving the children a real insight into the war years in and around Falmouth.
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Geography
	The children will look at the population geography of Britain to discover where the evacuees went from and to and give reasons for this. They will also look at local geography and how WWII affected Falmouth.
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Art
	There is no art linked to this topic.
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DT
	Following science investigations the children will design and make their known Anderson shelter. They will need to consider the materials and structure but also whether or not they want it to be camouflaged or have dual usage.
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ICT
	The children will use ICT to conduct interviews and then create podcasts of events in World War II. They will use the internet to search for information and use tools like Powerpoint to present their findings.

Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	The children will be singing and performing traditional songs associated with wartime Britain.
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PSHE
	Community Cohesion is an important aspect of this topic. How societies work together and the need for understanding and respect for other people’s culture and beliefs. The children will look at reasons for evacuees during the war and look at people to day who have had to move from their homes – refugees, asylum seekers and immigrants to Britain. They will learn the importance of looking after money through discussions on rationing.
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Homework
	Children are expected to read at home daily. This could be any reading material so long as the children are experiencing a wide range of genre. Homework will be given on a Friday to be returned by the following Friday. 
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British Values

	The children will discuss reasons for the war and through their discussions talk about how wars can be prevented. Through circle times they will tackle issues of prejudice and racism and use this as an opportunity to look at the cultural backgrounds and beliefs of people in our society.
