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Year 1

Autumn Term 1st Half
Families
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Through this topic children will be looking at how we celebrate and treasure family life. They will be extending their thoughts to exploring all people who help us in our daily lives. Their studies will include visits from people of different generations and visits from vets and various animals to learn how to look after them. They also visit the fire station to learn about people who help them. They will look at their journeys to and around school and construct simple models of these journeys. In addition,they will explore their own family trees. They will think about things that they treasure within their home and this will lead them to looking at their special toys and then studying treasured toys from the past.
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Literacy
	Through their topic of Families the children will explore stories based on familiar settings; their home and also the settings of people who help them. They will study labels and captions to help them identify family members on their family trees and body parts and life cycle phases as they look at themselves and their extended families. The children will also explore a range of family stories taken from a variety of different cultures.
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Maths
	Every term the children will cover a variety of maths objectives related to five main areas:

Counting, partitioning and calculating

Securing number facts and understanding shape

Handling data and measures

Calculating and measuring

Reasoning and applying mathematical ideas.
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Science
	Through studying members of their family and their family pets the children will learn about growth and life cycles. They will look at the importance of all of their senses both for themselves and their pets. Visits from doctors will help them to discover how to stay healthy and also about the role of drugs as medicines.
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History
	Children will look at the history of some treasured toys. They will be looking back in time to plot their own family trees .
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Geography
	The children will use simple mapping skills to map the local area. They will identify key physical features and also locate home, school and where the people who help them are based.
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Art
	Painting and representational drawing will be a main focus of this topic. The children will use mirrors to look in detail at their faces then they will be using pencils to accurately copy lines. They will continue this skill with a paintbrush and will build up self and family portraits.
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DT
	The children will have the opportunity to use wood and card to design and make a journey plan of their journey to school or their journeys around school. They will use magnets to show how to navigate the journey.

ICT
	The children will extend their science and maths investigations by using data handling programs to sort friends, family members and pets according to features. They will use the iPads to assist them with ICT. Throughout the topic digital literacy (e-safety) skills will be developed.
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Music
	This topic will link directly to the children’s science and art work. They will perform and create action songs using body parts and body percussion. They will also find opportunities to sing songs about families – “The Wheels on the Bus” etc 
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Economic Wellbeing and Financial Capability 


	The children will be investigating the world of work by learning about the jobs in the local community and the jobs that members of their families have. They will look at the range of jobs in the school community and then look into jobs in the wider local community. They will visit Falmouth Fire Station and take part in activities that a Fireperson would do as part of their daily job. The children will interview people to talk about their jobs and consider the skills needed to do certain jobs. They will explore the qualities and skills needed to do certain jobs and identify their personal qualities that will help them to do their preferred job.
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PSHE
	Children will discuss the importance of family and friends and people who care for them. Their visitors will enhance these discussions and deepen their understanding of the importance of close relationships. They will think about how to protect and nurture these relationships and how to keep themselves and their families healthy and safe. Their science work will enhance their PSHE by reinforcing the respect for differences between people.
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Homework
	The children should read daily to an adult at home. This needs to be recorded in their reading record book and signed by an adult. There will be a different system to Reception Class for changing reading books. When they have finished their book, they can place it in a basket in class, and then they can change it- any day of the week. 

Homework related to other curriculum areas will be given out on a Friday to be returned on the following Tuesday.  Homework is kept in a folder which is sent between home and school. Any comments about the homework and how your child has managed with the work can also be put in the folder.
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School Bank
	During the year we are involved in many trips and out of school activities. The school bank provides an opportunity for the children to save towards these trips and also develop an awareness of the value of money. Each child has their own bank account and the bank is open on a Monday morning between 8.30 and 9am for the children to deposit money.
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British Values
	Through their work with fire fighters and police officers, they will build on their understanding of who looks after them in their community. 

Mutual respect and tolerance of other faiths and beliefs is covered through our RE lessons.
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Safeguarding
	Whilst learning about the roles of police officers, fire fighters and nurses, the children will increase their awareness of how to keep themselves safe and healthy.
